If we receive
less than 50 payments by the due date, the event will not go ahead;

e Once paid, the ticket is non-refundable unless the event is cancelled by the school;

e The ticket is non-transferrable;

¢ All students will be expected to behave sensibly at the event. If their behaviour is
considered unacceptable on the evening, you will be asked to come and collect your
child;

e Parents will be liable for any damage caused at the school by their child;

¢ No alcohol or other substances will be permitted. Any student seen to be in possession
of these items will be removed from the event.

We are also pleased to announce that we will be operating a pop-up prom shop on 25-26 May
from 3-5.30pm. Students will be able to come in to see and try on our selection of prom
clothing and reserve items to wear to the event. The cost of the hire will be £20 to cover the
dry cleaning costs. In addition, on collection of the hired items we will require £20 in cash to
act as a deposit. This will be handed back on return of the items as long as there is no damage
and that all items hired are returned. If your child would like to register their interest in coming
to the pop-up shop, please register their interest here by Thursday 20 May, we will confirm
an appointment time with your child thereafter.
